Dear Parent or Guardian:

The purpose of this letter is to assure you of our concern for the safety and welfare of residents and students in the Steel Valley School District.  The District's Emergency Plan/Crisis Management Manual provides for response actions to be taken in all types of emergencies.  Therefore, several types of protective responses are planned as follows:

•
Building Evacuation
	Response

Evacuation to a safe area on or near the school grounds in case of a fire or other similar disruption.

	
•
Delayed Opening


•
Cancellation of Classes


•
Early or Delayed Release of students
	
These actions are normally taken in case of a winter storm.  Cancellation of classes may be necessary in case of disruption of public utility services.

	
•
In-Place Sheltering
	
Sudden occurrences such as tornadoes and hazardous material accidents may dictate taking cover in place as the best immediate response.

	
•
Evacuation of Locale
	
Total evacuation may become necessary if the school is in an endangered area.  Hazardous material accidents are an example.


Furthermore, if your residence should be in an endangered area, and the school is not, your children will be cared for in their regular school until the danger has passed, or you or a person you authorize come to the school to regain custody.  

If a total community evacuation becomes necessary, your children will be bused to the Elizabeth Forward School District shown on the attached sketch map.  That school may be designated by the Allegheny County Emergency Management Agency as the reception center to which the general public evacuates should community evacuation be necessary.  In either case, you will be kept informed of the location where you may regain custody of your children through local radio and television announcements.

You or your designated custodian will need to do the following when reporting to the designated student release area:

•
Produce a photo ID

•
Be prepared to sign a student release form

•
In the event your student has a personal means of transportation at the high school at the time of the emergency or evacuation, your consent is also required before the student will be permitted to leave with their own mode of transportation.
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Identify those persons whom you authorize to take custody of your children during an emergency by completing and returning the attached form during the first 10 days of school each year.  Please update the form at the school office each time this information changes to ensure effective communication and safety for your child.
Please list any and all adults that are permitted to sign your child out of school, whether that would be for an emergency or for an early dismissal because of illness, doctor’s appointment, etc.  Please inform those adults that a photo ID is required before we release your child to them.  No student will be released without a photo ID for the adult.
Please understand that the safety of your children is the number one priority of the district; please be patient when picking up your child.
Neither parents nor designated custodians are permitted to take any child off the property if they are not on the Student Pick-Up Authorization Form or if they do not have a photo ID.  This rule applies to all adults, including Steel Valley School District personnel.
Neither parents nor designated custodians are permitted to give verbal permission of release via telephone, cell phone, email, etc., for students to walk home or be released to an individual that is not on the Student Pick–Up Authorization Form.
Do not telephone schools or attempt to make different arrangements.  That will only create confusion and divert staff and faculty members from their assigned emergency duties.

Emergency conditions may also require that an individual school or even the entire school district will have to close for a period of time.  

In that event, students may be required to complete daily classroom assignments while at home or another living arrangement.  You will be informed of this requirement through the AlertNow system.  In addition, you will be informed on the method by which daily class assignments are delivered and completed assignments are returned to the teachers.
